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SITE PURPOSE

The Risk Management department in my company provides a tutorial service to the employees. Every employee must have basic knowledge and understanding of the types of products that they encounter in their daily activities. Therefore every employee that handles any foreign exchange transactions is required to pass a Certification Exam. 

Currently, the tutorials are developed in-house and displayed on the Intranet as static pages. The certification exams are administered locally by the Regional Risk Managers on a quarterly basis. The exam and grading are manual processes. Overall, the study format and exam administration is time-consuming, tedious and boring.   

I think that learning effectively is usually the end-result of fun learning! Therefore, to make the tutorial and exam process bearable for our employees, I propose that the entire certification process be converted to a self-supporting and interactive application. 

By doing this, employees would be able to take the exam at any time.  Results could be obtained in less time than the current turnaround time of two weeks.  Regional Risk Managers would be relieved of exam administration and grading, and would be free to perform other responsibilities.  All kinds of certification data could be stored on a database and later analyzed and studied.  

SITE DESCRIPTION

The site will have two navigational bars: one, for administration and two, for the tutorials themselves. The main body will be dedicated to content: information, log in, a search box, tutorials, question and answer section, etc. 

Major Areas
Home Screen

The Home Screen will describe the services, links, sections that the site has: using the tutorials, registering for the exam, searching the site, doing the practice exams, etc. 

Log In Box

The Log In Box will be used to keep track of who is using the site, how often, and how well the user is doing. 

Search Box

The Search Box will be used to search topics on the tutorial for quick reference. The user do not have to go through the main list of products to find one definition. 

Tutorial

The Tutorial will be divided into two parts: the Tutorial itself and a Question & Answer (Q&A) section. The Tutorial will deliver the information that needs to be learned and will be controlled by the user. The Question and Answer section will pop up to check if the user is actually learning. This will be an option that will be provided to the user. If the user decides to do the Q&A, she/he will be able to check her/his answer after she/he has answered the question. 

Exams

Both practice and actual exams will be administered on the site. Practice exams will be available any time. Actual exams will need to be registered for.

Javascript

Javascript will be used for the navigation bars, form validation for exam registration, date generation, pop-up menus, etc.

Perl CGI-enalbed Content

Perl CGI-enabled content will include the search box, the log in box, exams, Q&A. 

SQL for Database-driven Content

Exams, Q&A, log in will be SQL database-driven content. 

Cookies or Other Measures to hold HTTP State

This will be demonstrated in the exams, registration, and Q&A.
