My project site will be based on a daycare center located in Long Island.

The website will roughly contain about thirteen pages that will make up its contents

These pages will consist of the following 

· Introduction page

· Contact page

· Contract page

· Form Page

· Login Page

· Eight child status pages

There will be a variety of language scripts and programs such as html, CSS, Java Script, CGI, Perl, PHP, Photoshop and Notepad, that will contribute to the over all design and structure of the website 

The purpose of the site is so that parents can obtain information on their child quickly and easily with out making it an inconvenience for the daycare provider.  This guarantees parents an up to date report that is accessible at a click of the mouse.  The website allows the day care provider to give accurate, detailed information of the child with out the hassle and distraction of telephone calls.  

The introduction page will be split in two by frames to allow the body contents the ability to scroll up and down without having the logo move with it.  The top half of the frame will contain the logo, Step-by-Step Day Care/Learning Center.  The logo will be made up of image text, which will display children’s faces with in the text.  Below the logo will be an image title bar consisting of links that will provide access to other pages.  The image title bar will be constructed from tables.  The reason for using the tables is to give the image title bar the appearance that it is one whole image; also the table gives the opportunity to apply rollover effects.  The bottom half of the frame will contain the body.  The body will include paragraphs explaining the history, location, dimensions and activities of the daycare center.  The page will be decorated with images of children’s toys, such as, blocks, trains and teddy bears, in an array of pastel colors.  The purpose of the introduction page is to attract potential clients as well as to inform them of the services provided.

When the contact page is accessed through the introduction page link only the bottom half of the frame will retrieve the contact page.  The contact page will consist the location, email address, fax and telephone number of the daycare center.  The purpose of this page is to provide viewers with all available contact information.

Unlike the contact page, the contract page will load in a completely new window with only a text format.  This will allow the contract to be visible at full scale, which will minimize scrolling.  The contract page will provide detail descriptions of the daycare liabilities and obligations as well as client liabilities and obligations.  

The form page will load in an external window.  The form will have several form functions, such as, radio buttons, check boxes, item list, text area and input buttons, which will allow potential clients to type their address, name, home, job, and emergency number, amount of children, age, gender and the medical condition of the children   This gives the day care provider the information needed to better understand the potential client and medical requirements of the child.  A CGI program will be used to submit the information entered to the host server.  However, CGI is unable to handle high traffic volume so Perl will be implicated to enhance the performance of CGI scripts.  Once the information is submitted to the server the day care provider can retrieve the data.

Like the form page the login page will also be an external window.  This page will contain two input fields, one for user name and one for password.  The user name and the password will be given once the contract is established.  This will allow the client access to the child status page.  Once the user name and password are entered the programs submits the information to the server.  The server verifies the data and then retrieves the child status sheet that coincides with the password.  The user is now able to view their child’s status sheet.  This task will be accomplished through CGI, Perl, JavaScript and PHP.  JavaScript will be used to verify a user name and password. 

The child status sheet is a web page template that is filled out by the day care provider and then FTP to the host server.  It contains information about the child, such as, time fed, what the child ate, time changed, naptime, medication taken, as well as a short summery of the child’s activities.  The appearance of this page will resemble a manila folder with a picture of the child in the upper left hand corner.  The text will be displayed in the middle of the folder.  To accomplish this appearance several images will be cut up and placed into tables.
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
