The Project Portfolio

This section shows the company’s project portfolio.  Each subsection is in the main viewing frame, and it is a graphic interface with roll-over effects (js or flash). Each click of the graphic interface sub-sub menu will open up another browser window to show each project and its descriptions.






Architecture
